The Conference was opened by Bishop Philip Huggins, President of the Nation
Council of Churches in Australiais ldddress was followed by a video
presentation by the Hon. Justice Peter McClellan, Chair of the Royal Commissi
Ayluz2 LyadAddziiazylt / KAfR !

The presenters spent considerabime dealing with shame and how to assist
survivors to recover from it. The Conference Moderator suggested that this
presentation was the best exposition he had ever seen in showing the
relationship between shame and forgiveness.

This workshagpeth distressing
and uplifting, as the steps in healing were described: truth telling, justice
seeking, grace giving and peace making.

CHRYSANTHEMUMS

Wild chrysanthemums were first cultivated in China more than 3000 years ago,
but were only grown for their edible and medicinal qualities. They were
thought to promote dong and energetic life and are still viewed as a symbol of
happiness and longevity. It is thought that they were taken to Japan inthe 8
century where they became extremely popular and were revered by royalty.
They were eventually adopted as part bEtJapanese royal crest.

The chrysanthemum soon took the world by storm and by the deéntury

there were many colour and flower forms. The rest is history.
Chrysanthemums grow best in an open sunny spot with dolomite or lime
applied to the soil beforelpnting. After flowering, cut garden grown plants
back hard to encourage strong growth and more blooms.
